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Day 3 ~ Seville to Cordoba: After breakfast, depart Seville for Cordoba.
In the historic city of Cordoba you can visit the Cathedral Mosque, declared
part of the World Heritage of Humanity, the Jewish neighborhood, and the

Patios Street with the courtyards full of flowers. (Breakfast, Seville hotel;
Accommodations, Cordoba)

Day 4 ~ Cordoba to Granada: After breakfast, drive to Granada. Here
you can visit the impressive Alhambra Palace and the magnificent
Generalife’s Gardens. (Breakfast, Cordoba hotel; Accommodations Granada)

Day 5 ~ Granada: After breakfast at your hotel, depart at your leisure for

your Granada sightseeing tour. (Breakfast; Granada Hop-on, Hop-off Tour,
accommodations) Mosque in Cordoba

enjoying this capital town of the Costa del Sol. (Breakfast, Granada,
accommodations, Malaga)

Day 7 ~ Malaga: Founded by the Phoenicians in about 1000 B.C., the
name “Malaka” is Phoenician for “salt”. Later, when the city was
controlled by the Moors, Malaga was a major trade center in the
Mediterranean before being re-conquered by the Spanish in 1487.
Because of this remarkable 3,000 years of history, there is much to see Ve
and do in Malaga. (Breakfast, accommodations) Picasso Museum, Malaga
