Day 1 ~ Arrive Rothenburg:  You have two nights accommodation at this famous hotel located on 
the main square of the town.  Originally four 15th-century patrician houses, the Eisenhut today is  very 
up-to-date and modern, boasting a world-class restaurant.  (Accommodation, Rothenburg ob der Tauber) 

•  Rothenburg ob der Tauber map from the German National Tourist Office 
showing the location of all attractions, museums and other sites of interest in 
this fascinating ancient city. 

• Medieval Crime Museum Visit  The only museum of law in Europe, 
considered the most important on the history of personal rights in existance. 
Covering four floors with over 130 displays of more than a thousand years of 
legal history, instruments of torture, and items used in the execution of 
sentences plus books, graphic arts and more. 

• Dinner at the Eisenhut 3 course dinner menu predefined by the chef. (Please 
present your voucher prior to ordering, gratuity not included.)

It’s a feast of traditions  of our favorite holiday, with glittering 
glass balls, happy and grim(?) Santas, nutcrackers uncountable and 6-foot tall pyramids.
